To allow for alterations to front, rear and side elevations, provision of three 
galvanised fume stacks to rear elevation with extract fan, timber fencing 
and mesh perimeter fencing including double gate access way to form 
locked compound and existing bin store removed from access to new 
entrance door

there is no detrimental environmental impact on the neighbouring 
properties and would request that the Environmental Health Officer is 
consulted.
